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Lesson 19: Friends and Fellowship 
 
 Define Friend:            
 
 One of the devil's favorite tricks for getting a Christian's eyes off of Christ is to surround 
him with people who do not care about serving the Lord. 
 After God had sent Moses to Egypt and delivered the Jews from their slavery, He brought 
them to the promised land.  God told them that they must drive out all the unbelieving people 
that lived there.

God added this warning in Numbers 33:55

 The Jews did not follow God's advice, and they paid the price.  The history of Israel is a 
history of constantly leaving the ways of the Lord in order to practice the evil of the unbelieving 
peoples that lived in their land.  Because the Jews repeatedly were influenced by the evil ways of 
unbelievers, God had to punish them over and over, and finally destroyed them.

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HOMEWORK
